The course WILL NOT include the use of Public Roads. The number of sections and the number of 
laps will be announced at the start.

DAY!  Entry Fee of £20.00 Adults and £10.00 Youths,Conducted Route £5.00 which includes the 
ACU subscription,  and Drivers third party risks and personal accident off road insurance.
